0845:  All units in place on the final line, and at parade rest.

0958:  NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE BE SEATED, THE CEREMONY WILL BEGIN IN TWO MINUTES”.

1000:

NARRATOR  Reads Introduction:

“GOOD AFTERNOON LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, AND WELCOME TO THE 50th INFANTRY BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM’S “CHANGE OF RESPONSIBILITY” CEREMONY.  THE OUTGOING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM TIMOTHY MARVIAN AND THE INCOMING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM MICHAEL V. RIGBY.  

NARRATOR:  (After presenting the flowers will announce)

“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE HOST FOR TODAYS CEREMONY IS THE 50TH INFANTRY BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM COMMANER, COL KENNETH S. SCHECHTER. AND THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS IS SERGEANT MAJOR JOHN HANNIGAN STANDING IN FOR SGM CLARK. THE OFFICAL PARTY FOR TODAYS CEREMONY IS”: see list
NARRATOR:

“UNITS PARTICIPATING IN TODAY’S CEREMONY ARE FROM LEFT TO RIGHT:

HEADQUARTERS AND HEADQUARTERS COMPANY 50th INFANTRY BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM, LEAD BY FIRST SERGEANT JOHN KRAUS.

1ST BN, 114th INFANTRY, LEAD BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR EDWARD SANTIAGO.

2ND BN, 113th INFANTRY, LEAD BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR THOMAS ALEXANDER.
1st SQDN,102nd CAVALRY, LEAD BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR CHRISTOPHER SHERIDAN.

3RD BN, 112th FIRES, LEAD BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR SCOTT LEWIS.

50th BRIGADE SPECIAL TROOPS BN, LEAD BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR JEFFERY PELS.

250th BRIGADE SUPPORT BATTALION, LEAD BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR GENE JONES.

NARRATOR:  “THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS WILL NOW BRING THE BRIGADE TO ATTENTION.”

COT:  Directs “BRING YOUR UNIT’S TO ATTENTION.” When the units are at attention, faces about, and waits for the reviewing party to take their place on the drill floor.
UNIT CSMs:  Face about and command (in sequence) “BN ATTENTION” Then faces about.

NARRATOR:  LADIES AND GENTLEMAN PLEASE RISE FOR THE ENTRANCE OF THE OFFICAL PARTY.   
REVIEWING PARTY:  Move to their positions on the drill floor. 
COT:  When the reviewing party has halted at their position, the COT faces about and directs, “BRING YOUR UNITS TO PRESENT ARMS”.

UNIT CSMs:  Face about and command (in sequence) “PRESENT ARMS.” Then faces about and salutes. 
COT:  When all units are at present arms, directs “DETACHMENT PRESENT ARMS” faces about and salutes. 
COL SCHECHTER:  Returns COTs salute. 
COT:  Drops his salute faces about and directs “BRING YOUR UNIT’S TO ORDER ARMS AND PARADE REST.”

UNIT CSMs:  Face about and command (in sequence) “ORDER ARMS, PARADE REST,” then faces about.
COT: Once all BN CSMs face front directs “DETACHMENT ORDER ARMS” faces about and goes to parade rest.

 NARRATOR:  LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE RISE FOR THE INVOCATION GIVEN BY THE 50TH IBCT CHAPLAIN, CHAPLAIN RICE.
NARRATOR:  “PLEASE BE SEATED

NARRATOR: 

AT THIS TIME, TO HONOR THE WIVES OF THE INCOMING AND OUTGOING BRIGADE COMMAND SERGEANT’S MAJOR, A BOUQUET OF FLOWERS WILL BE PRESENTED TO MRS. MARVIAN AND MRS. RIGBY BY __________________________.
NARRATOR: “THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS WILL NOW BRING THE BDE TO ATTENTION AND PRESENT THE COLORS.

COT: Comes to attention and faces about and commands “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ATTENTION” Once all units are at attention, commands “DETACHMENT ATTENTION.”
COT:  Commands: “ COMMAND SERGEANT’S MAJOR AND COLORS, CENTER (pause) MARCH”, on the command CENTER, the CSMs and Colors face to the center; On the command MARCH,  CSMs and Colors move toward the center, Mark Time March, Halt and Face Center with command from 3rd /112TH FIRES  CSM.

COT:  Commands over his shoulder “Forward March”.  The COT, Colors, and CSMs w/Colors march forward and move to the designated position.

COT:  Faces about and directs, bring your unit’s to “Present Arms”, then directs “DETACHMENT PRESENT ARMS,” faces about and salutes.  

COL SCHECHTER / CSM RIGBY:  Salutes.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLAYING OF THE NATIONAL ANTHEM”.

AUDIO:  Plays National Anthem.

NARRATOR:  At the conclusion of the National Anthem states:  “PLEASE BE SEATED”.

COL SCHECHTER / CSM RIGBY/CSM MARVIAN:  Drop Salutes.

COT:  Faces about and directs “BRING YOUR UNIT’S TO ORDER ARMS AND PARADE REST,” and directs the detachment, “ ORDER ARMS AND PARADE REST” then face about.
COT/COLOR GUARD: Remain at attention.
COL SCHECHTER / CSM RIGBY/CSM MARVIAN:  moves to a designated area in front of BDE Colors (CSM Rigby to the left of COL Schechter and CSM Marvian to his right) take one additional 30 inch step and faces to the center.
COT:  Salutes COL Schechter and moves to a designated spot off the drill floor. 

CSM MARVIAN: Moves in front of the BDE colors, removes colors from the carrier and faces about.  
NARRATOR:  
“THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS THE SENIOR NCO OF THE COMMAND AND THE KEEPER OF THE COLORS. THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR CARRYING OUT POLICIES AND STANDARDS ON PERFORMANCE, TRAINING, APPEARANCE AND CONDUCT OF ENLISTED PERSONNEL. AS THE SENIOR ENLISTED SOLDIER IN THE UNIT HE IS THE SPOKESMAN FOR BOTH THE LOYALTY AND CONCERNS OF THE SOLDIERS AND THE PRINCIPLE ADVISOR TO THE COMMANDER.  
COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR MARVIAN WILL PASS THE BRIGADE COLORS TO COLONEL SCHECHTER SIGNIFIYING THE LAST OFFICIAL ACT BETWEEN THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR AND THE BRIGADE COMMANDER.
COLONEL SCHECHTER WILL PASS THE COLORS TO COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR RIGBY SYMBOLIZING THE TRUST AND CONFIDENCE HE HAS IN HIM AND THE BRIGADE’S NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICER CORPS.” 
NARRATOR:  reads the Transfer of Authority Orders:

“ EFFECTIVE 01 JANUARY 2011, CSM TIMOTHY MARVIAN, COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR OF THE 50th INFANTRY BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM; NEW JERSEY ARMY NATIONAL GUARD, TRANSFERS AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY TO CSM MICHAEL V. RIGBY”.
COT:  Upon completion of the reading of The “Transfer of Authority” Orders, CSM Marvian steps forward and presents the Brigade Colors to COL Schechter (1) who grasps the Brigade Colors with his Left Hand above his Right Hand and passes it to CSM Rigby (2) who grasps the Brigade Colors with his Right Hand above his Left Hand and places the Brigade Colors back in the Color Bearers Sling.

CSM MARVIAN:  While the Brigade Colors are being placed back in the Color Bearers sling, CSM Marvian positions himself to the right side of COL Schechter.

CSM RIGBY:  Returns to his original position centered on COL Schechter.
NARRATOR: “AT THIS TIME COL FERRARI, THE PAST 50th IBCT COMMANDER WILL NOW COME FORWARD TO ATTACH THE STREAMER FOR THE JOINT MERITORIOUS UNIT AWARD, AWARDED TO THE HEADQUARTERS 50TH IBCT DURING HIS COMMAND. 

NARRATOR: reads the citation.

COL FERRARI: Returns to his seat. 
CSM RIGBY:  Give the command center (CSM Marvian and CSM Rigby execute facing movement toward the podium, COL Schechter faces about.  On the command “March” CSM Marvian and CSM Rigby cross position and move along side of COL Schechter to a designated position and execute an “About Face”.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE COMMANDER OF THE 50th INFANTRY BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM, COL KENNETH S. SCHECHTER”.

COL SCHECHTER:  Remarks.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE OUTGOING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR, CSM TIMOTHY MARVIAN”.

CSM MARVIAN:  Remarks.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR OF THE 50TH INFANTRY BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM, CSM MICHAEL V. RIGBY.

CSM RIGBY:  Remarks.

CSM RIGBY:  Upon completion of his remarks assumes the position in front of the Brigade Colors and directs “BRING YOUR UNIT’S TO ATTENTION,” then directs the detachment, “DETACHMENT ATTENTION.”
AWARD

NARRATOR: Waits for COL Schechter to move to the front of the formations, and then directs “COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR MARVIAN POST
ATTENTION TO ORDERS”….. reads the award citation.

COL SCHECTHER: Pins the award, and stays posted.

NARRATOR: “COL CHIMIENTI, FORMER G3 AND CSM MARVIAN’S FORMER FULL TIME SUPERVISOR WILL NOW PRESENT CSM MARVIAN WITH THE ORDER OF ST. MAURICE. THE ORDER OF SAINT MAURICE IS AWARDED TO THOSE SOLDIERS THAT HAVE SERVED THE INFANTRY COMMUNITY WITH DISTINCTION; AND HAVE DEMONSTRATED A SIGNIFICANT CONTRIBUTION IN SUPPORT OF THE INFANTRY; AND HAS REPRESENTED THE HIGHEST STANDARDS OF INTEGRITY, MORAL CHARACTER, PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE, AND DEDICATION TO DUTY.”
NARRATOR: Reads the citation…

NARRATOR: “AT THIS TIME COL SCHECHTER AND COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR RIGBY WILL PRESENT COMMAND SERGEANT MARVIAN WITH A PARTING GIFT ON BEHALF OF ALL THE OFFICERS, NCOS AND SOLDIERS OF THE 50th IBCT.
COL SCHECTHER/CSM MARVIAN: Move back to their position.
CSM RIGBY:  Does an about face and directs “DETACHMENT ABOUT FACE, FORWARD MARCH” CSMs and BN Color execute and about face and march back to their original position.  Once the CSMs and Colors are in place CSM Rigby will direct “On the command “March” CSMs and Colors take the most direct route back to their BN/SQDN and face about.  CSM Rigby and the Brigade Colors March back to the original position. 
NARRATOR:  When CSM Rigby faces about, announce:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLAYING OF THE ARMY SONG”.
AUDIO: Play the Army Song
NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THIS CONCLUDES TODAY’S CEREMONY.  THERE WILL BE A RECEPTION TO WELCOME CSM AND MRS RIGBY IN THE __________________________________________________.  THANK YOU FOR YOUR ATTENDANCE AND HAVE A PLEASANT DAY.”
