	4. Inspect the control pad for cracks, dry rot and dirt

	 
	 
	5. Ensure the diopter ring and objective focus ring turn smoothly to the end of travel

	 
	 
	6. Ensure that the I/O port cap and lanyard are present, remove the cap and inspect for broken pins inside of the I/O port, dirt and debris

	 
	 
	7. Inspect lenses for cracks, scratches and dirt (if objective is damaged, do not ingest or inhale the crystals) and spare battery cassette

	 
	 
	8. Remove battery cassette from TWS and inspect for broken battery cassette, corrosion on the cassette and inside of the battery compartment

	 
	 
	9. Install batteries into battery cassette, ensure to align tabs

	 
	 
	10. Remove carrying handle and mount appropriate bracket if applicable

	 
	 
	11. Loosen the torque limiting knob on the rail grabber

	 
	 
	12. Place TWS on M16A2/A4 or M4 (if applicable)

	 
	 
	13. Place the TWS rail grabber completely on the picatinny rail

	 
	 
	14. Mount the TWS to the weapon, tighten down the torque limiting knob, and turn two clicks while applying forward pressure

	 
	 
	15. Turn TWS on wait for the start up period to end, and ensure there are no failures
