GOOD AFTERNOON LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, AND WELCOME TO TODAY’S CHANGE OF RESPONSIBILITY CEREMONY FOR THE 3rd BATTALION, 2nd AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT.  TODAY SGM KEVIN K. ENOCH WILL RELINQUISH RESPONSIBILITY OF THE 3rd BATTALION, 2nd AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT TO CSM PERRY T. McNEILL.
PRESENT ON THE FIELD THIS AFTERNOON IS HEADQUARTERS AND HEADQUARTERS BATTERY 3RD BATTALION, 2ND AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT, LED BY 1SG LEROY BARNETT.  
BRAVO BATTERY 3RD BATTALION, 2ND AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT, LED BY SFC HENRY SCOTT

THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS FOR TODAYS CERMONY IS SGM JAMES D. THAGARD

THE COT COMES TO ATTENTION, FACES ABOUT AND BRINGS THE BN TO ATTENTION AND PRESENT ARMS
COT FACES ABOUT AND PRESENT ARMS
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE RISE FOR THE SINGING OF OUR NATIONAL ANTHEM BY SPC AMBER ONEY, AND REMAIN STANDING FOR THE INVOCATION GIVEN BY SGT JACOB ALLEN
(NATIONAL ANTHEM ENDS)
(THE COT DROPS THE SALUTE AND FACES ABOUT AND BRINGS THE BN TO ORDER ARMS AND PARADE REST
(COT FACES ABOUT AND ASSUMES PARADE REST)

INVOCATION COMPLETE
PLEASE BE SEATED

THE HISTORY OF THE NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICER DATES AS FAR BACK AS THE ROMAN LEGIONS.  THEY WERE REFERRED TO AS LEGIONAIRES AND WERE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE DISCIPLINE AND TRAINING OF ROMAN SOLDIERS.  DURING THE DAYS OF THE REVOLUTION, IT WAS EVIDENT THAT THE CONTINENTAL ARMY LACKED DISCIPLINE AND TRAINING.  BARON VON STEUBEN STRESSED THIS FACT IN HIS “REGULATIONS FOR THE ORDER AND DISCIPLINE OF THE TROOPS OF THE UNITED STATES”, REFERRED TO AS “THE BLUE BOOK.”  

VON STEUBEN WROTE:  “THE CHOICE OF NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICERS IS AN OBJECT OF GREATEST IMPORTANCE.  THE ORDER AND DISCIPLINE OF A REGIMENT DEPENDS SO MUCH UPON THEIR BEHAVIOR THAT TOO MUCH CARE CAN NOT BE TAKEN IN PREFERRING NONE TO THAT TRUST BUT THOSE WHO BY THEIR MERIT AND GOOD CONDUCT ARE ENTITLED TO IT.  HONESTY, SOBRIETY AND A REMARKABLE ATTENTION TO EVERY POINT OF DUTY, WITH NEATNESS IN THEIR DRESS, ARE INDISPENSABLE PREREQUISITES.  A SPIRIT TO COMMAND RESPECT AND OBEDIENCE FROM THE MEN, AN EXPERTNESS IN PERFORMING EVERY PART OF THE EXERCISE AND AN ABILITY TO TEACH IT, ARE ALSO ABSOLUTELY NECESSARY; NOR CAN A SERGEANT OR CORPORAL BE SAID TO BE QUALIFIED WHO DOES NOT WRITE AND READ IN A TOLERABLE MANNER.”

THROUGH THE YEARS, THE ROLE OF THE NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICER HAS CONTINUED TO EVOLVE FROM THE PRE-REVOLUTION PERIOD TO THE ROLE AS IT EXISTS TODAY.  OUR TWO BASIC RESPONSIBILIES REMAIN THE SAME, ACCOMPLISHMENT OF THE MISSION AND THE WELFARE OF OUR SOLDIERS.

(COT COMES TO ATTENTION, FACES ABOUT AND BRINGS THE BN TO ATTENTION
(UNITS EXECUTE)
(COT FACES ABOUT)
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, AT THIS TIME THE 3rd BATTALION, 2nd AIR DEFFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT COMMANDER, LTC CHARLES E. BRANSON WILL JOIN SGM ENOCH AND CSM McNEILL FOR THE PASSING OF THE NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICER’S SWORD.

(SGM ENOCH GIVES THE COMMAND “FORWARD MARCH”)
(SGM ENOCH COMMANDS “MARK TIME MARCH”, “GROUP HALT”, “CENTER FACE”)
(THE COT POSITIONS THE SWORD AT MID-SECTION LEVEL.)
THE NONCOMMISSIONED OFFICERS SWORD WAS ADOPTED BY THE WAR DEPARTMENT IN 1840.  IT IS A HANDSOME AND GRACEFUL APPEARING WEAPON BUT SOMEWHAT HEAVY IN THE HILT AND ILL-BALANCED.  NEVERTHELESS, IT WAS WORN BY AMERICAN SERGEANTS FOR OVER SEVENTY (70) YEARS WHICH INCLUDED SUCH GREAT CONFLICTS AS THE MEXICAN WAR, THE CIVIL WAR, AND THE SPANISH-AMERICAN WAR.  THE PASSING OF THE SWORD SIGNIFIES THE RELINQUISHING OF RESPONSIBILITY FROM THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR.  COMMAND SERGEANTS MAJOR MAY COME AND GO, BUT THE SWORD REMAINS “RAZOR SHARP.  

(AS THE PHRASE “RAZOR SHARP” IS SPOKEN, THE COT SHARPLY REMOVES THE SWORD ABOUT 2

INCHES.)
(THE COT PASSES THE SWORD TO SGM ENOCH.)
(SGM ENOCH PASSES THE SWORD TO LTC BRANSON)
LTC BRANSON PASSES THE SWORD TO CSM McNEILL.

CSM McNEILL PASSES THE SWORD TO THE COT.

ONCE THE SWORD IS RETURNED TO THE COT, HE WILL SEAT THE SWORD SHARPLY, THUS GIVING THE CUE TO THE CSMs TO EXECUTE
 “CENTER FACE”, 
THE BN CDR EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE (FACING THE COLORS).

(THE COT RETURNS THE SWORD TO THE CARRY POSITION AND COMMANDS
 “FORWARD MARCH”)
THE CSMs WILL SWITCH PLACES AS THEY MOVE TO THE REVIEWING STAND.

(THE COT:   BRINGS THE BN TO PARADE REST 
FACES ABOUT, GOES TO PARADE REST)
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE COMMANDER FOR 3rd BATTALION, 2nd AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT, LTC CHARLES E. BRANSON
REMARKS COMPLETE RETURNS TO SEAT
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE OUTGOING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR, SERGEANT MAJOR KEVIN K. ENOCH.

REMARKS COMPLETE RETURNS TO SEAT
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE COMMAND SERGEANT FOR 3RD BATTALION, 2ND AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT, COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR PERRY T. McNEILL.
REMARKS COMPLETE, BN CSM MOVES INTO POSITION

(THE COT COMES TO ATTENTION, FACES ABOUT AND DIRECTS THE BN TO THE POSITION OF ATTENTION”)

(UNITS EXECUTE)

COT FACES ABOUT

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE STAND FOR THE PLAYING OF THE “ARMY SONG” AND THE “ADA MARCH”

(NOTE: WHEN EVERYONE IS STANDING, START MUSIC)
(ALL SONGS ARE COMPLETE)
(THE COT SALUTES AND REPORTS TO THE INCOMING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR, “SERGEANT MAJOR, THIS CONCLUDES THE CEREMONY”)

(CSM McNEILL RETURNS THE SALUTE AND COMMANDS “TAKE CHARGE OF THE BATTALION”)

(THE COT GOES TO ORDER ARMS, EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE AND COMMANDS “FIRST SERGEANTS TAKE CHARGE OF YOUR UNITS”)
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THIS CONCLUDES THE 3rd BATTALION, 2nd AIR DEFENSE ARTILLERY REGIMENT CHANGE OF RESPONSIBILITY CEREMONY.  SGM ENOCH WILL BE LOCATED BY THE PODIUM TO RECEIVE FAREWELL WISHES.
